Volume 45, London Inhabitants outside the Walls, edited by Patrick Wallis, was launched at London Metropolitan Archives in October 2010. An informative talk by the author on 'London’s lost youths: households and apprentices in the 1690s’, was accompanied by an interesting display of graphs.
The Council met in February, June and November 2011 and approved a contract for printing, storage and distribution of the Society's volumes with Boydell and Brewer, to run for three years from December 2010. The website hosted a sale which made a profit of over £500 before the remaining stock was moved to Boydell and Brewer's store. The website has been redesigned, and seven new volumes are being added to the digital library (up to and including volume 39 The Bede Roll of the Fraternity of St Nicholas (a 2-volume set) ed N W and V A James. Work is in hand to enable the website to facilitate payment of subscriptions.
Once again, the website is being used this year to make the Minutes and Officers' Reports available, cutting the Society's expenses on postage. The mailed envelopes will contain the usual Agenda and Notice of Meeting with invoice, and printed copies of the Minutes will be provided at the AGM.
