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The society is continuing to attract a healthy number of proposals. The current printing programme extends well into the next decade, with more than a dozen volumes forthcoming that embrace an array of texts from the mediaeval to the modern period. 
Maria Hayward's edition of the Great Wardrobe Accounts of Henry VII and VIII will be the next volume to be published. It is likely to be followed by an eighteenth-century source, Greg Smith's edition of the Guildhall justice books, and we anticipate Sylvia Brown's edition of the Life of Christopher Love to be ready for the press soon after. Two other 18th-century sources, the diaries of James Brydges and the John Wilkes' Diaries, remain in preparation. We have also been pleased in the past year to accept a proposal by Robert and Patricia Malcolmson to produce another edition of a 20th century Londoner's diary.
Although the printing programme remains extremely full, the editors are always pleased to hear from prospective authors and we would welcome further proposals.
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
